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Educagdo inclusiva durante a lei marcial: estratégias atuais e experiéncia de implementagdo

RESUMO PARA O EDITOR

O artigo Inclusive Education as a Tool for Achieving Sustainable Development Goals in
Ukraine trata de um tema relevante e atual, conectando praticas de inclusdo educacional a
Agenda 2030. O texto apresenta bom levantamento bibliografico e articulacdo com politicas
internacionais. Entretanto, limita-se a uma abordagem tedrica e descritiva, sem detalhar pro-
cedimentos metodoldgicos. Requer revisdo na redac¢do, maior clareza na exposicao dos obje-
tivos e padronizacado das referéncias.

INTRODUCAO

A introducdo situa o problema da inclusdo no contexto ucraniano, relacionando-o as
metas dos Objetivos de Desenvolvimento Sustentdvel (ODS). Estd bem fundamentada concei-
tualmente, mas extensa em alguns trechos. Poderia ser mais direta ao enunciar os objetivos

especificos do estudo e delimitar claramente o problema investigado.

ANALISE CRITICA

O artigo demonstra dominio da literatura sobre inclusdo e sustentabilidade, mas apre-
senta carater eminentemente ensaistico. Falta definicdo de corpus empirico, critérios meto-
doldgicos explicitos e descricdo de como os dados (se houver) foram coletados e analisados. O
texto tende a repeticdo de conceitos, o que reduz o impacto cientifico da discussao.

FORCA DO ARGUMENTO

As questbes levantadas na introducdo sdo retomadas na discussdao e na conclusao.
Entretanto, a argumentacdo ndo evolui para além da reafirmacdo do quadro normativo inter-

nacional. Faltam exemplos concretos, evidéncias locais ou comparativas.

LIMITACOES E OPORTUNIDADES

As principais limitagdes residem na auséncia de dados empiricos, na repeticao de ideias
e na superficialidade analitica. Essas fragilidades representam oportunidades de aprimora-
mento: o texto poderia incluir estudos de caso, experiéncias de implementacdo da educacao
inclusiva em escolas ou universidades, e uma andlise critica das barreiras institucionais espe-

cificas do contexto ucraniano.
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DIALOGO COM OUTROS AUTORES

Ha referéncia a autores e documentos internacionais (ONU, UNESCO, politicas publicas).

RELEVANCIA ATUAL

O tema é extremamente pertinente, sobretudo em tempos de guerra e de pressées in-
ternacionais por equidade. A articulacdo entre inclusdo e ODS é inovadora no recorte regional

e fortalece a relevancia politica do estudo.

PARECER FINAL

O artigo é relevante e oportuno. A redacgado é clara, mas redundante, e carece de maior
criticidade. Recomenda-se revisao substancial, com fortalecimento da base teérica em didlogo
mais amplo, introdugao de evidéncias empiricas ou estudos de caso e reformulagdo da conclu-

sdo para indicar caminhos de pesquisa e pratica. Sugere-se aprovagao apds correcoes.

CORREGOES OBRIGATORIAS

Delimitar claramente objetivos e problema de pesquisa na introducao.

Reduzir repetices e reorganizar a redagao para maior clareza.

Incluir discussado critica com autores de referéncia internacionais e regionais sobre in-
clusao educacional.

Padronizar referéncias conforme normas da revista.

Reformular a conclusdo, apresentando agenda futura de pesquisa.

Caso o estudo alegue base empirica, explicitar corpus, métodos e critérios de analise.

EDITOR'S SUMMARY

The article "Inclusive Education as a Tool for Achieving Sustainable Development Goals
in Ukraine" addresses a relevant and current topic, connecting educational inclusion practices
to the 2030 Agenda. The text presents a good bibliographical survey and articulation with in-
ternational policies. However, it is limited to a theoretical and descriptive approach, without
detailing methodological procedures. It requires revisions in the writing, greater clarity in the

presentation of objectives, and standardization of references.

INTRODUCTION

The introduction situates the issue of inclusion in the Ukrainian context, relating it to
the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). It is well-founded conceptually, but lengthy in
some sections. It could be more direct in stating the specific objectives of the study and clearly

delimiting the problem under investigation.

CRITICAL ANALYSIS

The article demonstrates a command of the literature on inclusion and sustainability
but is largely essay-like in nature. There is a lack of definition of the empirical corpus, ex-
plicit methodological criteria, and a description of how the data (if any) were collected and

analyzed. The text tends to repeat concepts, which reduces the scientific impact of discussion.

STRENGTH OF THE ARGUMENT

The issues raised in the introduction are revisited in the discussion and conclusion.
However, the argument does not evolve beyond reaffirming the international normative fra-

mework. Concrete examples, local, or comparative evidence are lacking.

LIMITATIONS AND OPPORTUNITIES

The main limitations lie in the lack of empirical data, the repetition of ideas, and analyti-
cal superficiality. These weaknesses represent opportunities for improvement: the text could
include case studies, experiences of implementing inclusive education in schools or universi-

ties, and a critical analysis of institutional barriers specific to the Ukrainian context.

DIALOGUE WITH OTHER AUTHORS

There are references to international authors and documents (UN, UNESCO, public policies).
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CURRENT RELEVANCE

The topic is extremely pertinent, especially in times of war and international pressure
for equity. The connection between inclusion and the SDGs is innovative in the regional con-
text and strengthens the study's political relevance.

FINAL REVIEW

The article is relevant and timely. The writing is clear, but redundant, and requires
greater critical analysis. Substantial revision is recommended, strengthening the theoretical
basis through broader dialogue, introducing empirical evidence or case studies, and rewor-
ding the conclusion to indicate avenues for research and practice. Approval is suggested

after corrections.

MANDATORY CORRECTIONS

Clearly define the objectives and research problems in the introduction.

Reduce repetitions and reorganize the writing for greater clarity.

Include critical discussion with international and regional reference authors on educa-
tional inclusion.

Standardize references according to journal standards.

Reword the conclusion, presenting a future research agenda. If the study claims an
empirical basis, explain the corpus, methods and analysis criteria.

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RESUMO PARA O EDITOR

O artigo investiga a eficacia de novas abordagens e ferramentas interativas na educacao
inclusiva, com foco na formacdo de competéncias profissionais. Fundamentado em literatura
recente, o estudo evidencia como plataformas digitais, tutoria e suporte psicolégico podem
melhorar o engajamento, a autonomia e o desempenho de alunos com necessidades educati-
vas especiais, mesmo em contextos adversos, como periodos de guerra. A pesquisa combina
métodos de observacdo, questiondrios e andlise estatistica, mostrando que praticas inclusivas
inovadoras superam métodos tradicionais em termos de resultados académicos e percepcao
positiva dos estudantes. O trabalho apresenta relevancia social e potencial aplica¢do pratica,

destacando avancgos no ensino inclusivo.

ANALISE DO ARTIGO
INTRODUCAO

O objetivo do estudo foi determinar a eficdcia da educagao inclusiva utilizando no-
vas abordagens para formar competéncias profissionais e fornecer as ferramentas de ensino
necessarias. A introducdo do artigo apresenta de forma clara e estruturada o contexto e a
relevancia do estudo, destacando a influéncia das condi¢des de guerra na transformacgao do
sistema educacional.

» destaca a importancia de criar um ambiente positivo de aprendizagem;

» O referencial tedrico citado é recente e relevante, indicando o uso de tecnologias
interativas como recurso para promover a educagao inclusiva;

» Aponta de forma adequada os desafios impostos pelo contexto de guerra, como

inseguranca, estresse e desigualdade no acesso a ferramentas de aprendizagem.

ANALISE CRITICA

O estudo possui mérito cientifico e aplicabilidade pratica, mas se beneficiaria de ajustes

em coesao, sintese e critica analitica, fortalecendo seu impacto académico e clareza comunicativa.

FORCA DO ARGUMENTO

A argumentacao é clara e consistente dentro do contexto estudado. O artigo apresenta
forca suficiente para sustentar suas conclusdes, embora ainda haja espaco para aprofunda-
mento critico e ampliacdo do rigor metodoldgico.
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LIMITACOES E OPORTUNIDADES

Trata-se de um artigo com potencial de alto impacto na drea, porém, ainda existem
alguns tépicos que podem ser melhor trabalhados:

e Naintroducdo a transicdo entre paragrafos pode ser aprimorada para aumentar a coesao;

e Alguns trechos apresentam repeticao de ideias, principalmente sobre o uso de
tecnologias e metodologias interativas;

o A descricdo do “Research Methods” é extensa; recomenda-se resumir detalhes
técnicos sem perder a clareza;

e A conclusdo poderia ser mais concisa, destacando os resultados centrais sem detalhar
procedimentos.

DIALOGO COM OUTROS AUTORES

Estudos recentes tém demonstrado que a organizacdo de um ambiente educacional
inclusivo pode ser significativamente aprimorada com o uso de tecnologias interativas, pro-
movendo maior engajamento e desenvolvimento dos estudantes (Ruiz-Rojas et al., 2023;
Nikolopoulou, 2024; Yao & Wang, 2024). Nesse contexto, Spandagou (2021) destaca a ne-
cessidade de transformar o processo educacional inclusivo com o objetivo de atingir metas
pedagdgicas, defendendo uma educacdo multinivel que considere politicas nacionais e in-
ternacionais. Complementando essa perspectiva, Rapp e Corral-Granados (2021), Walton e
Engelbrecht (2022) e Qorib (2024b) enfatizam a importancia de um enfoque abrangente na
educacdo inclusiva, permitindo o estudo integrado de multiplas disciplinas e promovendo uma
abordagem mais holistica. Durante periodos de lei marcial, Vaintraub (2024) argumenta que
a prioridade deve ser a seguranca, a salde e a orientagdo sobre comportamentos adequados
em situacoes de emergéncia, indicando que a implementacdo de praticas inclusivas deve tam-

bém considerar aspectos de protecdo e bem-estar dos estudantes.

RELEVANCIA ATUAL

O tema da educacao inclusiva apresenta alta relevancia para a sociedade atual, uma
vez que a presenca de alunos com necessidades educativas especiais exige a adaptagao das
estratégias pedagdgicas para garantir igualdade de condi¢des de aprendizagem. O estudo
evidencia que a implementagdo de ferramentas interativas, como as plataformas Genially
e Jamboard, aliada a praticas de tutoria e apoio psicolégico, potencializa o aprendizado,
melhora o engajamento dos alunos e eleva os resultados académicos em comparag¢ao com

métodos tradicionais.
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PARECER FINAL

O artigo contribui significativamente para a educacdo inclusiva, avaliando a eficacia
de novas abordagens pedagdgicas e ferramentas interativas na formacdao de competéncias
profissionais. Fundamenta-se em literatura recente e aborda desafios do ensino em contextos
adversos, como a guerra.

A argumentacdo é consistente e reforcada por estudos que destacam o papel das tec-
nologias interativas, abordagens holisticas e atencdo ao bem-estar dos alunos. O estudo de-
monstra mérito cientifico e aplicabilidade pratica, embora pudesse melhorar a coesao, reduzir
repeti¢cdes e tornar a conclusdo mais concisa.

« Adequately addresses the challenges imposed by wartime conditions, such as

CRITICAL ANALYSIS

The study possesses both scientific merit and practical applicability but would benefit
from improvements in cohesion, synthesis, and analytical critique to enhance its academic

impact and communicative clarity.

STRENGTH OF ARGUMENT

The argumentation is clear and consistent within the studied context. The article de-
monstrates sufficient strength to support its conclusions, although there remains room for
deeper critical analysis and methodological rigor.
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LIMITATIONS AND OPPORTUNITIES

The article has the potential for significant impact in the field; however, several aspects
could be improved:

DIALOGUE WITH OTHER AUTHORS

Recent studies indicate that organizing an inclusive educational environment can be
significantly enhanced through interactive technologies, promoting greater student engage-
ment and development (Ruiz-Rojas et al., 2023; Nikolopoulou, 2024; Yao & Wang, 2024). In
this context, Spandagou (2021) emphasizes the need to transform the inclusive educational
process to achieve pedagogical goals, advocating for multi-level education that considers
both national and international policies. Complementing this perspective, Rapp and Corral-
Granados (2021), Walton and Engelbrecht (2022), and Qorib (2024b) stress the importance
of a comprehensive approach to inclusive education, enabling integrated study across multi-
ple disciplines and fostering a holistic approach. During martial law periods, Vaintraub (2024)
argues that priority should be given to safety, health, and guidance on appropriate behavior
in emergency situations, indicating that the implementation of inclusive practices must also

consider student protection and well-being.

CURRENT RELEVANCE

The topic of inclusive education holds high societal relevance, as the presence of stu-
dents with special educational needs requires the adaptation of pedagogical strategies to
ensure equal learning opportunities. The study demonstrates that the implementation of in-
teractive tools, such as Genially and Jamboard platforms, combined with tutoring and psycho-
logical support, enhances learning, improves student engagement, and increases academic

outcomes compared to traditional methods.
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FINAL EVALUATION

The article makes a significant contribution to inclusive education by assessing the
effectiveness of new pedagogical approaches and interactive tools in developing professional
competencies. It is grounded in recent literature and addresses the challenges of teaching in
adverse contexts, such as wartime.

The argumentation is consistent and supported by studies emphasizing the role of in-
teractive technologies, holistic approaches, and attention to student well-being. The study de-
monstrates scientific merit and practical applicability, although improvements could be made
in cohesion, reduction of repetitions, and conciseness of the conclusion.

The topic is socially relevant, addressing equality of learning opportunities for stu-
dents with special educational needs. The results show that interactive platforms, tutoring,
and psychological support increase engagement, autonomy, and academic performance, hi-
ghlighting advancements in inclusive practices.
