INTRODUCAO

sidade de metodologias ativas e integrativas no ensino superior. Esta clara e pertinente, mas

extensa em alguns pontos, podendo ser mais concisa.

ANALISE CRITICA

O artigo apresenta revisdao consistente, mas em grande parte descritiva, sem analise
critica. O texto exige maior rigor conceitual, evitando generalizagbes amplas e destacando

mais claramente os limites de sua abordagem.

FORCA DO ARGUMENTO

Os argumentos sobre a importancia da inovacdao metodoldgica sdo consistentes e reto-

mados nas conclusoes.

LIMITACOES E OPORTUNIDADES

Entre as limita¢des, destacam-se a falta de estudos de caso ou dados empiricos que va-
lidem as propostas e a auséncia de andlise critica mais aprofundada. H3, porém, oportunidade

para o artigo se consolidar como referéncia conceitual.

DIALOGO COM OUTROS AUTORES

O artigo recorre a autores relevantes, mas o didlogo permanece majoritariamente con-

firmatério. Faltam contrapontos tedricos e maior diversidade bibliografica internacional.
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RELEVANCIA ATUAL

O tema é atual e pertinente, considerando os desafios do ensino superior em contextos
de inovacdo, digitalizacdo e mudanca social. A proposta tem potencial de impacto, sobretudo
em politicas educacionais e praticas pedagdgicas.

PARECER FINAL

O artigo apresenta contribuicdo relevante e atual ao discutir a modernizacao pedagogi-
ca no ensino superior, mas precisa de maior concisdo, aprofundamento critico e objetividade.
Recomenda-se aceitacdo com revisGes maiores, que incluam revisdo bibliografica mais anali-

tica e ajustes formais no texto.

EDITOR'S SUMMARY

This article addresses an extremely current and relevant topic, linking forced migration,
linguistic adaptation, and educational policies in the European context. The research combines
secondary data from international sources and a comprehensive theoretical review, proposing
an integrated model of linguistic adaptation using educational technologies. Although it pre-
sents a strong bibliographical base and is innovative in proposing predictive models, the text is

lengthy, sometimes repetitive, and lacks greater objectivity in presenting results.

INTRODUCTION

The introduction is well-founded, contextualizing the Ukrainian migration crisis, its
educational impact, and the centrality of linguistic adaptation. It presents up-to-date data and
social relevance, but is excessively long and vague, and could be more concise and clear regar-

ding the specific objective of the study.

CRITICAL ANALYSIS

The article combines quantitative analysis of official data and a qualitative synthesis of
theories of acculturation, multilingualism, and linguistic practices. However, the methodology
is described in a generic manner, without sufficient detail regarding the analytical criteria and
limits of the research. The excess of information and redundancy in some sections weaken the

critical analysis, which is more descriptive than interpretative.

STRENGTH OF THE ARGUMENT

The issues highlighted in the introduction (language barriers, gender, reception policies,
and the role of technology) reappear in the results and discussion. The central argument is
consistent, but the conclusion excessively revisits ideas already presented, without advancing.

LIMITATIONS AND OPPORTUNITIES

The main limitations are: (a) insufficiently detailed methodology, (b) excessive descrip-
tions and repetitions. Opportunities include: synthesizing data for greater clarity and deepe-

ning critical analyses of national differences.
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DIALOGUE WITH OTHER AUTHORS

The article draws on extensive contemporary bibliography (Berry, Cummins, Pennycook,
Ward & Geeraert, among others), well-articulated on the topic.

CURRENT RELEVANCE

The article's relevance is verifiable, given the context of the war in Ukraine and the

need for inclusive language integration policies in Europe.

FINAL OPINION

The article presents a significant contribution to the debate on the language integra-
tion of displaced students, combining bibliography and highly representative official data.
However, it suffers from excessive length and redundant description. Substantial revisions are
recommended: streamlining the text and rewording the conclusion to include practical recom-

mendations. Acceptance is suggested subject to major revisions.

MANDATORY CORRECTIONS

o Reduce the introduction and repetitive passages, making the text more objective.
o Clearly define the objectives and methodology (analysis criteria, data limits).

« Reword the conclusion, avoiding repetition.

o Summarize tables and figures, highlighting only the most relevant data.

« Standardize references and verify citations.

O Institute of Educational Analytics (2022) destaca que o ensino durante a lei marcial
imp0s desafios inéditos, exigindo a adaptacdo do processo educacional sem comprometer a
qualidade nem os principios da politica linguistica nacional. Astakhova (2024) reforca essa pers-
pectiva ao afirmar que os programas de formacdo em saude devem ser ajustados as condi¢oes
emergenciais, garantindo a continuidade e a eficacia do ensino. Na mesma linha, Bezkorovayna
et al. (2023) defendem a necessidade de preservar a qualidade educacional enquanto se for-
talece a identidade linguistica ucraniana. Linevych e Shevchenko (2023) acrescentam que a
competéncia linguistica € um componente essencial da formacdo dos futuros profissionais
da saude, sendo indispensavel para a pratica médica eficaz. Ja Selikhova et al. (2019) identifi-
cam os principais problemas e oportunidades do ensino médico superior no pais, oferecendo
uma visdo ampla sobre os desafios estruturais do sistema. Por fim, Gaidukevich et al. (2024)
destacam a relevancia de integrar aspectos linguisticos e culturais na formacdo de estudantes
de enfermagem, ressaltando que a competéncia profissional depende da articulacdo entre

linguagem, cultura e pratica clinica.

RELEVANCIA ATUAL

O tema é de grande relevancia por abordar a consolida¢do do ensino médico em lingua
ucraniana em um contexto de guerra, o que envolve ndo apenas aspectos educacionais, mas
também questdes de identidade nacional e soberania. A formacgao de profissionais de satude
em condicBes de emergéncia demanda dominio linguistico e comunicagao eficaz, elementos
essenciais para garantir a qualidade do atendimento e fortalecer a coesdo social. O estudo
também se destaca por evidenciar a capacidade de adaptagao e inovac¢do do sistema educa-

e Numerical data density could be better balanced;

DIALOGUE WITH OTHER AUTHORS

The Institute of Educational Analytics (2022) highlights that teaching under martial law
posed unprecedented challenges, requiring adaptation of the educational process without
compromising quality or national language policy principles. Astakhova (2024) reinforces this
view, emphasizing that healthcare training programs must be adjusted to emergency condi-
tions to ensure continuity and effectiveness. Similarly, Bezkorovayna et al. (2023) stress the
need to maintain educational quality while strengthening Ukrainian linguistic identity. Linevych
and Shevchenko (2023) argue that linguistic competence is an essential component of medi-
cal professionals’ training and is indispensable for effective practice. Selikhova et al. (2019)
identify the main challenges and opportunities in higher medical education, offering a com-
prehensive view of the system’s structural issues. Finally, Gaidukevich et al. (2024) emphasize
the integration of linguistic and cultural aspects in nursing education, noting that professional

competence depends on the articulation between language, culture, and clinical practice.

CURRENT RELEVANCE

The topic is highly relevant as it addresses the consolidation of medical education in
the Ukrainian language during wartime—a matter involving not only educational but also na-
tional identity and sovereignty concerns. Training healthcare professionals under emergency
conditions requires linguistic proficiency and effective communication, which are essential for
quality care and social cohesion. The study also stands out for highlighting the adaptability and
innovation of Ukraine’s educational system amid crisis, providing valuable insights for public
policies on education in contexts of conflict and reconstruction, while also promoting the inte-

gration of displaced students and the reduction of regional disparities.
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FINAL EVALUATION

The article demonstrates high technical and scientific quality, offering a coherent analy-
sis of the educational environment in Ukrainian medical schools during martial law. The intro-
duction is objective and well-structured, with a sound justification, clear methodology, and
an original theoretical proposal outlining a typology of regional models. The arguments are
strong, cohesive, and supported by empirical and legal data, enhancing the study’s credibility.
The dialogue with recent authors shows alignment with international scholarship, particularly
concerning language policy, medical training, and institutional adaptation in crisis contexts.
While the text could benefit from improved conciseness and data-to-analysis balance, it main-
tains internal coherence and social relevance. Overall, this is a robust and timely study with
significant contributions to educational and language policy research, recommended for publi-
cation after minor structural and stylistic adjustments.
