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PARECER SOBRE O ARTIGO: APRIMORANDO A EFICACIA DE METODOS DE
ENSINO ATIVOS E CENTRADOS NO ALUNO NO ENSINO SUPERIOR: UM
ESTUDO DE CASO NO VIETNA

O artigo apresenta uma discussdo abrangente e pertinente sobre métodos ativos e
abordagens centradas no estudante no ensino superior vietnamita, sustentando sua relevan-
cia diante das transformacdes decorrentes da expansao do ensino por créditos, da digitaliza-
cdo e das demandas contemporaneas por autonomia, criatividade e competéncias praticas.

A estrutura geral do texto demonstra sélido dominio do estado da arte, recorrendo a
extensa literatura nacional e internacional, e evidencia uma preocupacdo consistente em arti-
cular fundamentos tedricos, tendéncias atuais e desafios concretos da pratica docente.

Apesar de seu valor académico, o artigo beneficiaria de melhorias textuais significa-
tivas que aprimorariam a clareza e a fluidez. Observa-se grande extensdo de paragrafos, o
que prejudica a progressao logica e dificulta a apreensdo das ideias centrais. Recomenda-se
segmentd-los em unidades menores. Além disso, ha tendéncia a reunir multiplos autores em
sequéncia sem aprofundar a funcdo de cada referéncia na argumentacao, o que reduz a den-
sidade analitica.

Do ponto de vista estilistico, hd também passagens marcadas por construgdes redun-
dantes, periodos longos e enumeracgdes sucessivas que poderiam ser reformuladas com maior
precisdo e objetividade. A articulacdo entre as partes do texto nem sempre é equilibrada. A
linguagem, apesar de correta, apresenta momentos de sobrecarga terminoldgica e repeticao
de expressdes. Também seria recomendavel aprimorar a coesao.

No aspecto estrutural, nota-se que o artigo carece de uma se¢cdao metodolégica formal-
mente delimitada, apesar de mencionar o desenho de pesquisa no resumo. Além disso, em-
bora a secdo de solugdes apresente contribuicdes valiosas, sua redacdao, em diversos trechos,
adquire tonalidade normativa e prescritiva.

Em sintese, o artigo constitui uma contribuicdo significativa para o debate sobre inova-
cdo pedagdgica no ensino superior vietnamita, oferecendo um panorama sélido das exigéncias
formativas contemporaneas e das possibilidades trazidas por metodologias ativas, pedagogias
responsivas a cultura e tecnologias educacionais emergentes. No entanto, sugere-se refinar a
estrutura argumentativa, aprimorar a concisdo e a coesao textual, reduzir redundancias, reor-
ganizar paragrafos extensos e integrar de forma mais explicita os aspectos metodoldgicos ao
corpo do texto.
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OPINION ON THE ARTICLE: ENHANCED THE EFFECTIVENESS OF ACTIVE,
LEARNER-CENTERED TEACHING METHODS IN HIGHER EDUCATION: A CASE
STUDY IN VIETNAM

This article presents a comprehensive and relevant discussion of active learning me-
thods and student-centered approaches in Vietnamese higher education, supporting their re-
levance in light of the transformations resulting from the expansion of credit-based education,
digitalization, and contemporary demands for autonomy, creativity, and practical skills.

The overall structure of the text demonstrates a solid command of the state of the art,
drawing on extensive national and international literature, and shows a consistent concern
in articulating theoretical foundations, current trends, and concrete challenges of teaching
practice.

Despite its academic value, the article would benefit from significant textual impro-
vements that would enhance clarity and flow. There is a considerable number of paragraphs,
which hinders logical progression and makes it difficult to grasp the central ideas. It is recom-
mended to segment them into smaller units. Furthermore, there is a tendency to bring toge-
ther multiple authors in sequence without delving into the function of each reference in the
argument, which reduces analytical depth.

From a stylistic point of view, there are also passages marked by redundant construc-
tions, long sentences, and successive enumerations that could be reformulated with greater
precision and objectivity. The articulation between the parts of the text is not always balanced.
The language, although correct, presents moments of terminological overload and repetition
of expressions. Improving cohesion would also be advisable.

From a structural standpoint, the article lacks a formally defined methodological sec-
tion, despite mentioning the research design in the abstract. Furthermore, while the solutions
section offers valuable contributions, its wording, in several passages, takes on a normative
and prescriptive tone.

In summary, this article makes a significant contribution to the debate on pedagogical
innovation in Vietnamese higher education, offering a solid overview of contemporary edu-
cational demands and the possibilities offered by active methodologies, culturally responsive
pedagogies, and emerging educational technologies. However, it is suggested that the argu-
mentative structure be refined, conciseness and textual cohesion improved, redundancies re-
duced, lengthy paragraphs reorganized, and methodological aspects more explicitly integrated
into the body of the text.
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
