e Strategic recommendations for managers on digitizing administrative processes and
creating safe and inclusive learning ecosystems in scenarios of prolonged instability.

The work serves as a crisis management roadmap for education systems worldwide.

The manuscript presents a high level of terminological rigor and a clear structure,
consistent with international publication standards. The academic writing is formal, objective,
and balanced, successfully addressing a traumatic reality with the analytical detachment
necessary for the production of scientific knowledge. The bibliography is up-to-date, reflecting

the most recent debates on educational technology and human rights in conflict zones.
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This article aligns with the scope of the online Journal of Educational Policy and
Management , discussing educational management at its most critical point. Its contribution to
the literature on education in emergencies is invaluable, offering practical and theoretical
lessons on adaptability and inclusion.

o Recomendagdes estratégicas para gestores sobre a digitalizagdo de processos
administrativos e a criagdo de ecossistemas de aprendizagem seguros e inclusivos em
cenarios de instabilidade prolongada. O trabalho serve como um roteiro de gestao de

crises para sistemas educativos em todo o mundo.

O manuscrito apresenta um elevado rigor terminoldgico e uma estrutura clara,
condizente com os padrdes de publicagdo internacional. A redacdo académica ¢ formal, objetiva
