O manuscrito aborda uma das questdes mais prementes da educacao contemporanea: a
identificacdo e mitigagdo de défices académicos exacerbados por crises globais e
transformagoes digitais. O mérito cientifico da obra reside na sua abordagem sistémica, que nao
se limita a diagnosticar as lacunas de aprendizagem, mas propde um arsenal de estratégias
pedagogicas proativas. O estudo ¢ oportuno ao discutir como a gestdo educacional pode
responder a perda de eficacia dos métodos tradicionais perante as novas dindmicas
sociopoliticas e tecnoldgicas.
