This article addresses the effectiveness of law enforcement regarding educational equity
in higher education, with a specific focus on state management mechanisms for students in
vulnerable situations. The issue is of paramount importance for contemporary public
administration, as it investigates the gap between the legal and regulatory framework and the
practical implementation of support policies. The study stands out for using an interdisciplinary
approach between Law and Educational Management to identify institutional "bottlenecks" that
impede access and retention for disadvantaged students.

The investigation uses a mixed method. This study uses methods that combine a
quantitative survey (with 189 participants, including administrators, faculty, and students) with
qualitative semi-structured interviews (15 specialists and managers). This data triangulation
provides robustness to the findings, allowing for a multifaceted view of the studied reality. The
methodology is suitable for evaluating the degree of compatibility between current legislation
and organizational practices in higher education institutions.

The manuscript exhibits high terminological rigor and a well-defined logical structure.
The argument is supported by a review of international and local literature covering topics such
as social inequality, the right to education, and administrative effectiveness. The academic
writing is formal, clear, and objective, facilitating the communication of results to a global
audience of researchers and public administrators.

This article is fully aligned with the scope of the online Journal of Educational Policy
and Management, directly contributing to the debate on how management and law can work
together to promote more equitable educational systems. The social relevance and scientific

rigor of the manuscript are evident. Therefore, this opinion is FAVORABLE for publication.

O artigo aborda a eficécia da aplicagdo da lei no que concerne a equidade educacional
no ensino superior, com foco especifico nos mecanismos de gestdo estatal para estudantes em
situagdo de vulnerabilidade. A problematica ¢ de suma importancia para a administragao publica
contemporanea, pois investiga o hiato entre o arcabougo juridico-normativo e a implementagao
pratica de politicas de apoio. O estudo destaca-se por utilizar uma abordagem interdisciplinar
entre o Direito e a Gestdo Educacional para identificar "gargalos" institucionais que impedem
0 acesso ¢ a permanéncia de estudantes desfavorecidos.

A investigacdo utiliza um método misto (mixed methods), combinando um levantamento
quantitativo (survey com 189 participantes, entre administradores, docentes e discentes) com
entrevistas semiestruturadas qualitativas (15 especialistas e gestores). Esta triangulagdo de
dados confere robustez aos achados, permitindo uma visao multifacetada da realidade estudada.
A metodologia ¢ adequada para avaliar o grau de compatibilidade entre a legislagdo vigente e
as praticas organizacionais nas institui¢des de ensino superior.

O manuscrito apresenta um elevado rigor terminoldgico e uma estrutura légica bem
definida. A argumentagdo ¢ sustentada por uma revisdo da literatura internacional e local que
abrange temas como desigualdade social, direito a educacdo e eficacia administrativa. A escrita
académica ¢ formal, clara e objetiva, facilitando a comunicagdo dos resultados para uma
audiéncia global de pesquisadores e gestores publicos.

Este artigo possui total aderéncia ao escopo da Revista on-line de Politica e Gestdo
Educacional, contribuindo diretamente para o debate sobre como a gestdo e o direito podem
trabalhar em conjunto para promover sistemas educativos mais equitativos.
